Video Contest: Student Voices on Responsible Management Education

Terms & Conditions

1. Eligibility: This contest is open to current students of participating institutions.
Participating institutions are PRME signatories and have submitted a signed
participation form in which they commit to communicate the video contest to their
students and encourage their participation at their own institutions.

2. Agreement to Rules: By participating, the Contestant (student who submits a
video, hereafter referred to as “You”) agree to be fully and unconditionally bound by
these terms, and You represent and warrant that You meet the eligibility
requirements. In addition, You agree to accept the decisions of the jury as final and
binding as it relates to the content of this contest.

3. Contest Period: Entries will be accepted until October 14", 24 h CET.

4. How to Enter: The Contest must be entered by uploading your video to YouTube,
tagging it with #PRME4us and entering the URL, your email address and all further
required information into the entry form at www.mci.edu/prme4us. Incomplete entry
forms or YouTube links that do not function cannot be considered.

You may enter only once. You may work individually or in teams of up to 5 persons.
If You use fraudulent methods or otherwise attempt to circumvent the rules, your
submission may be removed from eligibility at the sole discretion of the organising
committee.

5. Prizes:
Winners

The Winner(s) of the Contest (up to 3 videos) will receive the “Student Voice for RME
Award” at a special award ceremony during the 5th Responsible Management
Education Research Conference in Cologne on 12 & 13 November 2018.

The conference fee will be waived for winners. Participating institutions may opt to
support their winning student’s or teams’ costs to travel to Cologne, however this is
optional and participation is not necessary to win the contest. If winners or winning
teams are not able to travel to Cologne, all efforts will be made to enable them to
attend the award ceremony virtually via web-conferencing. The winning videos will be
screened at one of the plenary conference events and will be featured in several
communications to the world-wide PRME community.

Winners will receive vouchers for a shop selling fair-trade products in their region.

Winners will also receive an official certificate recognizing their award.



No substitution of prize or transfer/assignment of prize to others or request for the
cash equivalent by Winner is permitted.

By accepting the prize, You grant permission to the organising committee to use the
Your name, likeness, and video for purposes of communication and outreach without
further consent or compensation.

Runners-up
Runners-up will receive vouchers for a shop selling fair-trade products in their region.

By accepting the prizes, runners-up also grant permission to the organising
committee to use their names, likeness and video for purposes of communication and
outreach without further consent or compensation.

6. Odds: The odds of winning depend on the number of eligible entries received.

7. Winner Selection and Notification: Winners will be selected by a jury consisting
of members from the organising partner institutions. Winners will be notified by email
during the second half of October. The organising committee shall have no liability for
a Winner's failure to receive notices due to spam or other security settings or for
Winner’s provision of incorrect or otherwise non-functioning contact information. If
Winners cannot be contacted, is ineligible, fails to claim the prize within 3

days from the time the award notification was sent, or fails to timely return a
completed and executed declaration and release as required, the prize may be
forfeited and an alternate Winner selected.

Any violation of these rules may result in the winner’s disqualification, in which case
all privileges will be immediately terminated.

8. Rights Granted by You: By entering this video contest, You understand and
agree that the organising institutions shall have the right to publish, broadcast,
distribute, and use in any media without limitation, your video, name, and institutional
affiliation for news, publicity, information, and promotional purposes without any
further compensation, notice, review, or consent.

By entering this contest, You represent and warrant that your entry is an original work
of authorship, and does not violate any third party’s proprietary or intellectual property
rights. If your entry infringes upon the intellectual property right of another, You will
be disqualified at the sole discretion of the organising committee. If the content of
your entry is claimed to constitute infringement of any proprietary or intellectual
proprietary rights of any third party, You shall, at your sole expense, defend or settle
against such claims. You shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the organising
committee as well as the institution where you are enrolled as a student from and
against any suit, proceeding, claims, liability, loss, damage, costs or expense, which
the organising committee may incur, suffer, or be required to pay arising out of such
infringement or suspected infringement of any third party’s right.

9. Terms & Conditions: The organising committee reserves the right, in its sole
discretion, to cancel, terminate, modify or suspend the Contest should any cause
beyond the organising committee’s control corrupt or affect the administration,

security, fairness, or proper conduct of the Contest. In such case, the organising
committee may select the Winner from all eligible entries received prior to and/or



after (if appropriate) the action taken by the organising committee. The organising
committee reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to disqualify any individual who
violates these Terms & Conditions.

12. Privacy Policy: By entering this contest, You will be required to enter your name
and eMail address into an online form administered by MCI Management Center
Innsbruck. This information will be used exclusively for the purposes of administering
the Contest. Your information will be passed on exclusively to

e the members of the organising committee, and
e the PRME contact person at your own institution.

We will not pass your data on to any other third party, and will use it exclusively for
purposes related to the Contest.
